Video Duration: 1-6 minutes.
Video Format: MP4.

Participation Method II: International students participate the competition by
uploading their short videos online through their DouYin accounts. The
platform competition will start in mid-June and last until August, whose themes
will be focused on "delicious food," "beautiful scenery” and "good things.” The
video duration will not be limited.
